Itinerary:  Meet at the downtown Tim Horton’s in 
Salmon Arm at 9:00 am July 20th. Leave the parking 
lot at 9:15 am travelling east on Hwy 1 to Revelstoke  
then turning right on Hwy 23 south to Shelter Bay. 
Leave Shelter Bay on the 11 am ferry to Galena 
Bay then onto Nakusp for lunch at 12 noon. Leave 
Nakusp by about 1:15 pm and head south on Hwy 
6 to New Denver, then east to Kaslo on Hwy 31A. A 
coffee stop in Kaslo at about 2:45 pm. Leave Kaslo 
at 3:10 pm and head south on Hwy 31 to Nelson 
and arrive about 4:30 pm.

Second day Optional Ride: for those who want to 
stay a second day. Leave the Best Western Parking  
lot at about 9:30 am. Head south of Nelson past 
Salmo to the Hwy 3 turn off. Head east on Hwy 3 to 
Creston. We will stop in Creston for lunch for about 
an hour. After lunch we will head north on Hwy 3A 
to Crawford Bay where we will catch the ferry to 
Balfour. After we leave Balfour we will head north 
on Hwy 31 to Ainsworth Hot Springs where we will 
stop and enjoy the Hot Springs for as long as you 
would like. Nelson is a half hour back via south on 
Hwy 31and 3A at this point you can leave with a 
group or when you like. Sunday evening is a free for 
all for supper and whatever other trouble you can 
get into.
